Dear Round Table Brothers
 
Instead of my usual report regarding our
activities over the past month, I would like
to make use of this opportunity to promote
Round Table Day – 14 March 2010.

The reason for doing this well in advance is
to allow any Association/Club wanting to
make use of this opportunity to highlight the
profile of Round Table, to prepare accordingly
in good time.
 
Why a Round Table day?
As you all know our first ever Club was
formed on the 14th of March 1927 in
Norwich, England. This effectively means that
we are celebrating the 83rd Birthday of our
wonderful organisation on 14 March 2010.
Participation in Round Table Day is completely
voluntary, there are no pressure on your
Association or Club to partake, but we as
the RTI Board hope that, with our assistance,
the annual birthday of Round Table will offer
the opportunity to raise public awareness of
Round Table as a truly international friendship
and service organisation. You are welcome
to use this opportunity on both Association
and/or Club level.
 
How will the RTI Board assist?
1) Leaflets
Following from the efforts of the RTI Board
2008 / 9, we currently have stock of some
80000 full colour A4 – Z-Fold leaflets, which
we procured through sponsorships last year.
The leaflets are printed in English and have
an international approach to Round
Table providing information about Round
Table, when it started, what do we do in
Round Table and includes some of the photos
from past Round Table World Meetings /
activities.

These leaflets are currently in storage in
Cyprus, and can easily be couriered to
interested Associations. The leaflets are
available free of charge, all we ask is that for

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through your Association, and that the Associations that place
bulk orders with us, kindly cover the freight charges.
 
2) Press Release
We have prepared a worldwide generic press release which
will be available for download on the RTI website;
http://www.rtinternational.org/Downloads/tabid/159/Default.aspx
The usual username and password apply; feel free to e-mail
any RTI Board member if you need these. This Press Release
can be translated by your associations in other
Languages and it is provided in PDF and MS Word formats.
In order to be effective, we suggest you start sending out the
press release via your Association Executive and Clubs from
mid February already, to ensure enough lead time for potential
press coverage.

The press release can be amended to include more information
about your own associations/clubs, but we kindly request that
you maintain the International part of the press release so
that whoever reads it understand that we are a global
organization.
 
From our side the Press Release will be circulated to as many
major international media as possible but it is clear that
without your support on a local level this will not be a success.

3) RTI Day – Pin
 A special pin (the “RTI DAY Pin”) is being prepared for
purchase by the member associations for their own members.
Even though only 1000 pins will be ordered initially more pins
can be ordered on your behalf. If you would like to order just
sent me an e-mail: president@rtinternational.org Again, for
logistical reasons, we ask that clubs order these pins via their
Association IRO’s, and that the Association IRO’s order the
pins in bulk orders from the RTI.
 
What can you do on the day?
In order to create public awareness for Round Table, we ask
that participating Associations/Clubs arrange some kind of
event for the day. The 14 of March 2010 conveniently falls
over a weekend next year, but should you feel more
comfortable, arrange an event as close to the date as possible.

The event will afford the opportunity to hand out the fliers
and to engage members of the public in order to promote
Round Table.

• a press conference
• setting up kiosks in various parts of the city

informing people about Round Table activities
locally, regionally and internationally.

 
Below please find a few more ideas, but please
feel free to do what you feel appropriate
(remember it should be fun and entertaining for
yourselves and for the public!)
 
Get your local club members to dress in their
evening dress with RT regalia. Make sandwich
board posters that you can hang around you
with wording: “We have homes, nice cars and
lots of food – Happy Round Tablers Serving the
Community” – or something to that effect. You
then choose a busy intersection and hand out
pamphlets for an hour or so during morning /
afternoon rush hour.
 
Promote and challenge members of the
community to join your local club for a blood
drive at the local blood transfusion clinic – get
sponsorship for a free soft drink or beer for
every pint of blood donated and call it: “The
Round Table Pint-For-A-Pint Blood Donation
Drive”
 
Invite local celebrities’ / DJ’s / Press for a meal
served by Round Tablers in a unique place, then
take them to a local children’s shelter/charity to
serve a meal to the local kids.
 
The activity can be as simple or as complicated
as you would like to make it. The important thing
is that the flyers and the press release are circulated.
 
The Round Table International board is asking
for your support in this initiative and I personally
request that you consider participating in order
to show to our members and the world that we
are all part of a global organization that promotes
fellowship, professionalism and community service.
If you already planned an event for this day I
kindly you ask you to consider incorporating our
request within your own celebration.

Land has been allocated for the clinic, plans have
been drawn up and construction estimates
obtained.  The target amount to be raised is
Dh190,000 ($51,000) and the Table is hoping
that other organisations and corporate supporters
will join it in making the project a reality.

The new clinic at Weragampita follows the
opening, in December 2008, of a similar clinic a
few kilometres away, which was built to budget,
on-time, and is now catering to hundreds of
expectant mothers and toddlers every week.

The local authority, which was extremely
impressed with the quality of construction and
the efficiency with which the Paramulla project
was completed, has already earmarked land.

The Weeragampita clinic will be similar in design,
but the nurses have asked if an extra office can

If we get this working, many more Tablers would
be able to travel the world combining tabling and
work. Daytime would be spent working, travel
costs are covered by the company and in the
evening you have the chance to “meet your old
friends” for the first time and maybe do some
business together?
And think how many Tablers who would be
sponsored by their company to network at the
Round Table World Meeting.

The Paramulla Clinic

Dubai Round Table supporting
children’s clinic in Sri Lanka

Dubai Round Table is supporting the building of a new
children’s clinic in the south of Sri Lanka. It will be the fourth
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be incorporated so that they can meet with mothers in privacy
when necessary.

Paramulla clinic has brought big changes to the
community

The building of a clinic at Paramulla in the Matura district at
the extreme southern tip of Sri Lanka received support from
Dubai Round Table and several other Dubai organisations.

It cost Dh160,000.00 (± USD 43 800.00) and was opened in
December 2008. Prior to its building, expectant mothers had
to wait in a field for the visiting nurses and were examined
in a corrugated iron shelter with only a sheet thrown over
the entrance for privacy.
The clinic is in the grounds of a temple and has a large balcony
which is used as a meeting place and community centre. The
clinic is near the coast, but, with a concrete structure, has

been designed to be “tsunami-proof” in the event that such
a tragedy should re-occur.

The new Wereagampita clinic will be built further inland,
enabling it to be constructed of more traditional materials.
However, a combination of factors, including more difficult
ground conditions, an extra internal room for more privacy
and generally rising costs mean that the final price will be
higher than the Paramulla project.

Major donation kick starts appeal

The drive to raise funds for the new clinic has got off to a
good start with Dubai St George’s Society pledging Dh24,000
to the project. The Society, which brings together the English
community for events throughout the year, is one of the
Dubai organisations that has been a major supporter of Sri
Lankan projects over several years.

The St George’s contribution came from the proceeds of the
2009 Dubai St George’s Ball. Donations were also made to
charities in the UK and the UAE. St George’s Society members
have regularly visited the projects in Sri Lanka to check on
plans and progress and for opening ceremonies. For more

How we oversee the projects

All projects in which Dubai Round Table has been involved
have been coordinated through WeCare International, a non-

governmental organisation. WeCare is a small
group of volunteers, consisting mainly of retired
professional people, including teachers, academics
and civil servants, and we have got to know them
on a personal basis.

WeCare was originally set up to help children
who were victims of the strife in the Tamil areas
in the north of the country. The focus changed
in the aftermath of the tsunami and the
organisation concentrated on the Matara area,
where it has established the essential good
relationships with the local authorities. However,
following the ending of the war
in the north, it is now again working there helping
with the humanitarian tragedy that has arisen.

The group is entirely voluntary – there are no
paid staff. Members pay their own expenses,
thus ensuring that all money raised goes to the
project. WeCare are extremely efficient at
keeping us in touch with the progress of projects
and we are able to constantly update sponsors
and supporters.

Table involvement started after the
tsunami

Dubai Round Table first became involved in
projects in Sri Lanka in the aftermath of the
tsunami which caused thousands of deaths and
devastation along the southern coast.

Together with other Dubai organisations and
companies we raised funds to buy fishing boats
for fishermen who had seen their livelihoods
destroyed. The project was so successful that
seven boats were purchased, complete with
engines and nets. Tablers traveled to Sri Lanka
to hand them over. Some of the boats were
donated in the Matara area  at the southernmost
tip of Sri Lanka. Even without the tsunami, it is
a particularly poor area of this beautiful country.

We have since assisted with the building of a
community centre, which is used for many
meetings and as a school. Dubai Round Table
also helps with funding of the school teachers.

How you can help...

The building of the clinic and the speed with
which it can be completed will depend on how
much support is forthcoming. If the money was
available today, it could be ready in less than
seven months.

As with previous projects, we are hoping to
receive support from corporate sponsors,
community organisations, schools and generous
individuals. In the past groups have held fund
raising events with the proceeds earmarked for
Sri Lanka projects

What are you doing in March 2010?

Why not come and visit us – its not that far really! While the
Northern Hemisphere is enjoying winter, come and check
out a New Zealand Summer.
